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ENVIRONMENTAL COMPLIANCE PLAN

The following are the terms and conditions of the Compliance Plan entered into between Aqua
World Limited Ltd., hereinafter referred to as the developer, and the Department of the
Environment (DOE) in respect to Eco Tourism Development on 10.83 acres of land situated in
Placencia Village, Stann Creek District.

It is agreed by the developer that the terms and conditions of this compliance plan shall be
binding upon Aqua World Limited Ltd., its servants or agents, successors, or assigns. The
terms and conditions embodied in this compliance plan are made pursuant to section 10 (2) of the
Environmental Impact Assessment (Amendment) Regulations, “S.I. (No 24 of 2007)", its
Amendments and all other provisions under the Environmental Protection Act, Chapter 328 of
the Laws of Belize, Revised Edition 2000-2003. Environmental Clearance is being granted
under these conditions.

PURPOSE

The purpose of this document is to officially institute best practice measures that would prevent,
control and mitigate the environmental degradation that may arise from the project. The specific
actions proposed have been made only after careful analysis by the DOE of the information
submitted and those gathered by the Department from the site visit, and identification of
potential negative environmental impacts associated with these types of development projects. It
must be borne in mind that this Environmental Compliance Plan was prepared based on the best
available information on the project contained in the abovementioned documents. Therefore, the
Department of the Environment (DOE) reserves the right to make modifications to this
compliance plan, with prior notification to the developer, as the project develops and more
information becomes available.

The developer agrees to strictly adhere to this document during all stages of the development of
the project. The Department of the Environment and other relevant agencies will conduct
compliance monitoring, Disregard of the terms and conditions of the compliance plan specified
herein may result in the developer's permits being revoked.

This compliance plan does not absolve the developer from compliance with other relevant
regulations and laws of Belize.
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1.0 SPECIFIC ACTIVITIES FOR WHICH CLEARANCE
IS BEING GRANTED

The subdivision will consist of the following:

1.1 Filling of approximately 7 acres of land (Minister’s Fiat 742 of 2005).

1.2 Excavation of an approximate 3 acre interior waterway amounting approximately
40,000 cubic yards of material.

1.3 Construction of three road sections as per plans submitted to the Department of
Environment.

No further development whatsoever shall take place outside of what has been agreed to and
described in this compliance plan, without the prior written permission of the Department of the
Environment.

2.0 ENVIRONMENTAL RISK ANALYSIS

The Department of the Environment has prepared this environmental risk analysis based on the
information submitted and other relevant information gathered by the DOE during a site visit,
This Environmental Compliance Plan (ECP) was then developed to mitigate the potential
negative impacts associated with this type of development.

Potential Sources of Environmental Impacts During Implementation of the Project:

A. Potential for erosion as a result of development activities
B. Alierations of the mangrove and marine ecosystem of the area.
C. Contamination of ground and surface water during pre and post project stages

from the following: siltation, sewage, and solid waste production and
construction of necessary infrastructure.

D. Changes in population dynamics arising from the development and its
consequential environmental effects.

E. Possible impacts arising from siltation due to excavation.

This list is by no means an exhaustive list of potential environmental problems that could arise
from the said proposed project.
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3.0 ENVIRONMENTAL COMPLIANCE PLAN

After review of the information submitted, the Department of the Environment (DOE) and the
developer agree to the following:

The implementation of this project will be carried out only for those activities described in this
Environmental Compliance Plan. No further development shall take place outside of what has
been proposed without the prior written permission of the Department of the Environment. The
developer will apply to the Department of the Environment for Environmental Clearance for all
new activities outside of what is agreed upon in this Environmental Compliance Plan,

Recognizing that the project could have potentially negative environmental impacts, the
developer hereby agrees to take the necessary measures described in the following actions, to
mitigate these impacts.

3.01 Clearing of Land

In an effort to mitigate the negative impacts associated with clearance of the land, the developer
agrees to take the following measures:

3.0L.1 Prior to undertaking any mangrove clearance/pruning, the developer shall ensure that a
mangrove permit is obtained from the Forest Department.

3.01.2 No more than 7 acres of mangrove will be altered.

3.01.3 The developer will utilize native and horticultural plants in landscaping and replanting,
particularly in areas devoid of trees. Where possible, plants that have been removed, in
order to construct buildings or paths, will be transplanted to suitable locations elsewhere
on the property.

3.01.4 All the vegetation along the perimeter of any permanent water body will be maintained in
its natural state. The sixty-six feet vegetation buffer will be maintained all along any
permanent water body near the site.

3.0L.5 Vegetation shall be removed and transported to an approved disposal site.

3.01.6 Excavation activities will be limited to normal working hours (7:00 am to 5:00 pm) in an
effort to avoid/reduce a nuisance to neighboring residents.

3.01.7 No permanent structures will be allowed within the public reserve or over the sea unless
otherwise approved by the Department of the Environment and/or Lands and Survey
Department as may be the case with respect to piers/docking facilities.

3.01.8 Survey and development are to be done in accordance with alterations and requirements
as requested by the Land Utilization Authority,
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3.02 Earth Movement Activities

3.02.1 Prior to the commencement of any earth movement activities, Aqua World Limited will
obtain the relevant permit/license from the Geology and Petroleum Department,

3.02.2 Aqua World shall excavate approximately 40,000 cubic yards of material for the fill of 7
acres of land.

3.02.3 The developer shall ensure that the excavator be manned at all times to prevent any
accidents especially oil and fuel spills from oceurring,.

3.02.4 Silt Screens will be deployed at all times during dredge and fill operations.
3.02.5 Geo-textile will be utilized to hold landfill areas together.

3.02.6 All excavation activities will be done in accordance with the Geology and Petroleum

Department.

3.02.7 Sediment traps will be constructed in drains leading from disturbed sites to the sea to
allow sediments to settle out from storm-water runoff. In doing so, temporary diversions
will be used to direct runoff to sediment traps.

3.02.8 The sides of the canal system will have a slope of 1:3 (vertical: horizontal) or bulkheads
to prevent erosion.

3.02.9 Re-vegetation along the edges of the canal network will be encouraged for aesthetic
purposes and to prevent erosion.

3.03 Walkways and Drainage

3.03.1 Walkways will be developed in such a way as to minimize potential erosion. In addition,
all necessary measures will be taken to ensure that drainage along walkways are of
adequate dimensions to avoid water logging and excessive erosion.

3.03.2 Household drainage pipes will not be allowed to empty directly into any public drain
system nor any other water resource and surrounding environment.

3.04 Water Resources

3.04.1 The developer will ensure that potable water is made available to the entire development
project by means of the existing Placencia Village Water System.

3.04.2 Wate will be provided thru the burying of PVC pipes from the Peninsula to the project

site. The details of this activity (route, burial method etc.) will be sent to the DOE for
approval prior 10 its installation,
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3.04.3 A copy of the agreement between the Placencia Water Board and the developer for the

provision of potable water will be submitted to the Department of the Environment,
within three months of signing this ECP.

3.04.4 Consideration shall be given to the demand for water for fire protection purposes.

3.04.5 If an alternate water source becomes necessary, a proposal for it will be submitted to the

Department of the Environment at the time it is applicable,

Waste Disposal

In an effort to control, reduce and prevent the environmental impacts associated with waste
generation and disposal, the developer agrees to take the following measures.

Liquid Waste

All liquid waste disposals will be by means of five (5) five hundred (500) gallons of the
Hydro Action Aerated Treatment Plant. The effluent from the system must meet the
Effluent Limitation Regulations, 2000.

Aqua World Limited Ltd. will develop a Water Quality Monitoring Program before
commencement of operations (residences occupation) to ensure that the treated effluent
from the sewage treatment plant meets DOE standards. The eters to be tested by
an independent laboratory will be the following: fecal coliform, E. coli, phosphates,
nitrates, Biological Oxygen Demand, Ammonia, temperature, pH, and Dissolve
Oxygen. Sampling Results of the first exercise will be submitted to the Department of
the Environment within two (6) months of operation of the liquid waste treatment
system,

Analysis of the treated effluent shall be conducted on a quarterly basis and results
submitted to the Department of the Environment within two (2) weeks of sample
collection.

The developer will use exclusively low flush toilets and other water saving devices for
showers and lavatories.

Regular maintenance of all sewage and wastewater facilities will be performed by the
developer to ensure proper functioning of the facility for environmental and other
reasons. Special care must be taken in order to avoid contamination of the surface and

und water, and the surrounding environment. In order for this to take place, the
ollowing measures will be taken:

e  The developer will ensure not to dispose grease and oils into any drain, as this
could be a potential source of soil and water contamination. Grease traps are to
be installed on each kitchen sink. The developer will ensure that to conduct
regular maintenance of these facilities to ensure proper functioning.

e  Chemical wastes (such as paints, thinners, acids, etc.) will be disposed at a
designated site.
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3.05.6  No wastewater will be allowed to be discharged directly into any water body, including
the Placencia Lagoon.

Solid Waste
To address the problems associated with solid waste of residential developments, Aqua World
Limited will develop and implement a comprehensive Solid Waste Management Plan for the
entire project site. This plan will include, but should not be limited, to the following:

3.05.1 The developer will ensure that services are provided for the collection, transportation
and disposal of solid waste as necessary, at the designated landfill site,

3.052 A copy of the agreement between Aqua World Limited and an approved Solid Waste
Disposal Company will be submitted to the DOE within two (2) months of the signing
of this ECP.

3.05.3 Hazardous waste, including batteries and used oil, will be stored in a special
containment area for transportation to appropriate sites designated by the Department.

3.05.4 The developer will:

1. Encourage residents to separate garbage into organic and inorganic
wastes; and

2. Encourage residents to practice reuse. recycle and composting of organic
wastes.

3.05.5 The Developer will ensure that receptacles are placed in conspicuous areas throughout

the development for the proper collection and storage of garbage. Final disposal of
solid waste will be at the designated disposal site.

3.06 Energy Generation

3.06.1  The primary source of energy will be provided by means of interconnecting to Belize
Electricity Limited (BEL) facilities.

3.06.2  The transmission line supplying electricity to the project will be buried across the inner

Placencia Lagoon to the project site. The details (route, burial method etc.) will be
submitted to the Department prior to installation.

3.07 Transportation & Boat Related Activities

3.07.1 No fuel service facility will be built or operated at the site.
3.07.2  The developer will access the project site via boat.

3.07.3  No maintenance of vessels will be permitted at the site. Proper signs will be placed in
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
