Kindly be informed that the Department is in receipt of correspondence LUA 159/06 (7) from the Land
Utilization Authority date 20" September 2006 requiring input from the Department of the Environment as a
condition for Provisional Approval to subdivide 6.335 acres into 13 residential parcels situated in the
Placencia North Registration Section, Stann Creek District.

In light of the above and subsequent to the review of your correspondence dated 23 August, 2006 and site
inspection conducted on 18 August, 2006, the Department of the Environment hereby grants environmental
clearance for the subdivision of 6.335 acres of land into 13 residential parcels and construction of a “T” shape
boat docking facility as attached plan (estimated 15,465 cubic yards of material) located at the aforementioned
location. This clearance is contingent upon you, Ian McField and/or Laru Beya Resort and Villas, complying
with the following conditions:

1.

Will obtain the necessary mangrove alteration permit from the Forest Department before the
commencement of any land clearance associated with the project. Apart from the access to the boat
docking facility, a mangrove buffer will be maintained along the border of the Lagoon and the

property.

Native plants will be utilized in replanting along the edges of the canal to minimize potentials for
erosion.

Prior to the commencement of the earth movement activities, you will obtain a mining permit from the
Geology and Petroleum Department. '

Excavation of material will commence at the farthest point inland and proceed towards the Placenica
Lagoon. Sediment curtains will be installed where the canal exits into the lagoon throughout all
excavation activities.

All excavated material will be used for the sole purpose of filling the property.

The sides of the inlet and docking canal will have a slope of 1:3 (vertical:horizontal) to prevent their
collapse.
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
