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The following are the terms and conditions of the Compliance Plan entered into between YB
Holding Company Limited, hereinafter referred to as the Developer, and the Department of the
Environment (DOE) in respect of a Residential Development project located north of Seine
Bight Village, Stann Creek District.

It is agreed by the developer that the terms and conditions of this compliance plan shall be
binding upon YB Holding Company Limited, its servants or agents, successors, or assigns. The
terms and cdnditions embodied in this compliance plan are made pursuant to Regulation 10 of
Environmental Impact Assessment 1995 as amended by the Environmental Impact Assessment
Amendment Regulations, 2007 (SI 24 of 2007), and all other provisions under the Environmental
Protection Act, Chapter 328 of the Laws of Belize, Revised Edition 2003. Environmental
Clearance is being granted under these conditions.

PURPOSE

The purpose of this document is to officially institute best practice measures that would prevent,
control and mitigate the environmental degradation that may arise from the project. The specific
actions proposed have been made only after careful analysis by the DOE of the information
submitted and those gathered from the site visit, and identification of potential negative
environmental impacts associated with these types of projects. It must be borne in mind that this
Environmental Compliance Plan was prepared based on the best available information on the
project contained in the submissions made to the Department. Therefore, the Department of the
Environment (DOE) reserves the right to make modifications to this compliance plan, with prior
discussion with the developer, as the project develops and more information becomes available.

The Developer agrees to strictly adhere to this document during all stages of the development of
the project. The Department of the Environment and other relevant agencies will conduct
compliance monitoring. Disregard of the terms and conditions of the compliance plan specified
herein may result in the developer’s permits being revoked.

This compliance plan is a dynamic one and may be reviewed and revised from time to time as
the project develops and more information becomes available, This compliance plan does not
absolve the developer from compliance with other relevant regulations and laws of Belize.



1.0 SPECIFIC ACTIVITIES FOR WHICH CLEARANCE IS BEING
GRANTED

Clearance is being granted for the following activities contained within the project proposal:

¢ Construction of 23 octagonal shape buildings each with a maximum height of 25 feet and
a maximum footprint of 1900 square feet and comprising of 2 units per building.
¢ Preservation of 2 lots to be used as community park (Green Area)

No further development whatsoever shall take place outside of what has been agreed to and

described in this compliance plan, without the prior written permission of the Department of the
Environment.

2.0 ENVIRONMENTAL RISK ANALYSIS

The Department of the Environment has prepared this environmental risk analysis based
on the information submitted and other relevant information gathered by the DOE. This
Environmental Compliance Plan (ECP) was then developed to mitigate the potentially
negative impacts associated with this type of development.

Potential

A. Contamination of soil and water resources during and after project development
from the following: siltation, liquid and solid waste generation, and construction
of the necessary infrastructure.

B. Potential for erosion as a result of development activities

. Alterations of the marine ecosystem of the area.

This list is by no means is an exhaustive list of potential environmental problems that could arise
from the said proposed project.

3.0 ENVIRONMENT LIANCE PLAN

After review of the information submitted, the Department of the Environment (DOE) and the
developer agree to the following:

The implementation of this project will be carried out only for those activities described in this
Environmental Compliance Plan. No further development shall take place outside of what has
been proposed without the prior written permission of the Department of the Environment. The



developer will apply to the Department of the Environment for Environmental Clearance for all
new activities outside of what is agreed upon in this Environmental Compliance Plan,

Recognizing that the project could have potentially negative environmental impacts, the
developer hereby agrees to take the necessary measures described in the following actions, to
mitigate these impacts.

3.01 Land Development Activities

3.01.1  Considering that the land has been previously cleared the Developer will be required to
carry out a replanting exercise by utilizing native and other horticulture plants in
landscaping.

3.01.2  All natural features of national significance within the property (i.e. caves/sinkhole,
valuable or endangered flora) will not be altered during or after the entire development.
Should any find be made/uncovered during construction, it will be reported to the
Institute of Archaeology or Conservation Unit of the Forest Department, respectively
and the Department of the Environment and the work will stop in the immediate area
until formal approval is granted by the respective agencies.

3.02 Building Construction

The developer will pay careful attention to the quality of the overall design of the buildings
structures and landscaping of property. The developer agrees to abide by the following
practices:

3.01.1  Construction of buildings will be carried out with the approval/consultation from the
relevant agencies namely the Central Building Authority.

3.01.2  Building setback with respect to activities described in section |1 will be no less than 10
feet from the property boundaries and a minimum of 20 feet between structures.

3.01.3  Building height will not exceed two floors or a height of 25 feet.

3.01.4  All buildings will be built to withstand low hurricane storm surges and a minimum of
Category 4 hurricane force winds.

3.03 Earth Movement Activities

3.03.1 Considering that there is an existing canal at the property no further
excavations/canalization will be permitted.

3.03.2 The developer will ensure to continue to utilize sediment curtains where the canal exits
into the lagoon throughout all excavation activities.



3.03.3 Excavated material will be used as fill where applicable.

3.03.4 Re-vegetation along the edges of the canal will be encouraged for aesthetic purposes
and to prevent erosion,

3.04 Walkways, Footpaths and Drainage

3.04.1 Roads, walkways, footpaths and drainage structures will be constructed in such a way
S0 as to minimize potential erosion. In addition, all necessary measures will be taken to
ensure that roads, walkways, footpaths and drainage structures are of adequate
dimensions to avoid water logging and excessive erosion.

3.04.2  Household drainage pipes will not be allowed to empty directly into any public drain
system nor any other water resource and surrounding environment,

3.05 Water Resources

3.05.1  The developer will ensure that potable water is made available at all times for this
development by means of interconnecting to the Seine Bight Water System.

3.05.2 The developer will be encouraged to construct water catchment cisterns at each
property for the storage of rainwater moreover, will ensure that stored rainwater is
properly treated/chlorinated before drinking.

3.053  In an effort to conserve fresh water, the developer shall use exclusively low flush toilets
and other water saving devices for showers and lavatories.

3.05.4 Consideration must be given to the demand for water for fire protection purposes and
the establishment of fire hydrants.

3.06 Waste Disposal

In an effort to control, reduce and prevent the environmental impacts associated with waste
generation and disposal, YB Holding Company Limited agrees to take the following measures:

Liquid Waste

3.06.1 Sewage treatment will be by means of the Hydro Action Treatment Plant (AP 1500 G
System Complete) as per specifications submitted. In the event that the developer intends
10 use another system, specifications on the system of choice should be submitted to the
DOE for vetting and approval prior to its installation,

3.06.2 The developer will develop “sewer zones™ wherein each zone will be constituted by (3)
buildings serviced by one Hydro Action Treatment Plant (AP 1500 G System Complete).
The Developer shall ensure that these systems are adequately sized to treat all sewage

waste generated by this development and are strategically sited in areas where they will
not pose a nuisance to neighboring property owners or guests of this development.

No domestic gray water from any drainage pipe will be allowed to drain into any public
or natural drainage system, These pipes will lead to appropriately designed leach fields
or grey water gardens,

Three (3) months after the commencement of operations, the developer shall conduct
water quality tests on treated effluent from the treatment system of choice and submit the
results to the DOE as baseline data. A Water Quality Monitoring Programme shall be
developed and submitted to the DOE within six (6) months of the signing of this ECP.

Regular maintenance of all sewage and wastewater facilities will be performed by the
developer to ensure proper functioning of the facility for environmental and other
reasons. Special care must be taken in order to avoid contamination of the surface and
ground water, and the surrounding environment. In order for this to take place, the
following measures will be taken:

(i) Grease and oils shall not be disposed of into any drain, as this could be a
potential source of soil and water contamination. Grease traps are to be
installed on each kitchen sink.

(i1) Chemical wastes (such as paints, thinners, acids, used oil etc.) will be
disposed at a designated site.

Solid Waste

To address the problems associated with solid waste, the project proponent will develop and
implement a comprehensive Solid Waste Management Plan for the entire project site. This plan
will include, but should not be limited, to the following:

The developer will be responsible for the collection transportation and disposal of solid
wastes. The developer will contract a solid waste collection agent to collect, transport
and dispose of solid wastes, the contract will be submitted to the Department within
three (3) months after signing.

The developer will make arrangements with either the Local Authorities to use the
existing dump site for final disposal of solid waste. A copy of the agreement will be
submitted to the DOE within three (3) months.

The developer will promote/practice the separation of garbage into organic and
inorganic garbage and should encourage composting of all biodegradable wastes.
Moreover the inorganic waste would be further separated into:

¢ Paper

¢ Plastic

¢  Aluminums

Hazardous waste, including batteries and used oil, will be stored in a special
containment area for transportation to appropriate sites designated by the Department.

3.06.10 The developer will provide waste bins and garbage receptacles at strategic places for

public use.

3.07 Energy Generation

The pn'mar& source of energy will be provided by means of Belize Electricity Limited
(BEL) power lines/main grid.

The storage of any fuel (butane, diesel, gasoline, etc) will comply with the guidelines
established by the Department of the Environment and the Fire Department and will be
sited within containment bonds and in areas that will allow for easy access by service
vehicles.

3.08 Cultural and Social Issues
For a project of this nature it is important that cultural and social issues be addressed, so as to
assist decision makers in achieving sustainable development.

As long as there are qualified and available Belizean workers, no labor force will be
imported.

The Developer will educate boat owners and operators about the advantages of a 4-
cycle engine and the benefits of using shrouded safety propellers as a means of
preventing harm to manatees.

All safety and health measures will be observed for workers. Potable water and proper
rest-room facilities will be provided. Employees will be trained in basic first aid,
including CPR.
