The following are the terms and conditions of the Compliance Plan entered into between Pacific
Blue Development Ltd., hereinafter referred to as the developer, and the Department of the
Environment (DOE) in respect to Placencia Point Town Homes, a condominium development
project located on parcels 1, 2 and 3 of Entry No. 1823, Register No. 2, Stann Creek District.

It is agreed by the developer that the terms and conditions of this compliance plan shall be
binding upon Pacific Blue Development Ltd., its servants or agents, successors, or assigns. The
terms and conditions embodied in this compliance plan are made pursuant to section 10 (2) of the
Environmental Impact Assessment (Amendment) Regulations, “S.I. (No 24 of 2007)", its
Amendments and all other provisions under the Environmental Protection Act, Chapter 328 of
the Laws of Belize, Revised Edition 2000-2003. Environmental Clearance is being granted
under these conditions.

PURPOSE

The purpose of this document is to officially institute best practice measures that would prevent,
control and mitigate the environmental degradation that may arise from the project. The specific
actions proposed have been made only after careful analysis by the DOE of the information
submitted and those gathered by the Department from the site visit, and identification of
potential negative environmental impacts associated with these types of development projects. It
must be borne in mind that this Environmental Compliance Plan was prepared based on the best
available information on the project contained in the abovementioned documents, Therefore, the
Department of the Environment (DOE) reserves the right to make modifications to this
compliance plan, with prior notification to the developer, as the project develops and more
information becomes available.

The developer agrees to strictly adhere to this document during all stages of the development of
the project. The Department of the Environment and other relevant agencies will conduct
compliance monitoring. Disregard of the terms and conditions of the compliance plan specified
herein may result in the developer’s permits being revoked.

This compliance plan does not absolve the developer from compliance with other relevant
regulations and laws of Belize,
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1.0 SPECIFIC ACTIVITIES FOR WHICH CLEARANCE
IS BEING GRANTED

1.1 Construction of four condominium complexes each:

» Being 55” by 35° two story;

» Comprising of two condominiums, one on each floor and equipped with a
covered porch;

1.2 Construction of a swimming pool; and
1.3 Construction of a caretaker cabaiia

No further development whatsoever shall take place outside of what has been agreed to and
described in this compliance plan, without the prior written permission of the Department of the
Environment.

2.0 ENVIRONMENTAL RISK ANALYSIS

The Department of the Environment has prepared this environmental risk analysis based on the
information submitted and other relevant information gathered by the DOE during a site visit,
This Environmental Compliance Plan (ECP) was then developed to mitigate the potential
negative impacts associated with this type of development.

Potential Sources of Environmental Impacts During Implementation of the Project:

A, Contamination of ground and surface water during pre and post project stages
from the following: siltation, sewage, and solid waste production and
construction of necessary infrastructure.

B. Contamination of soil.

C. Changes in population dynamics arising from the development and its
consequential environmental effects.

This list is by no means an exhaustive list of potential environmental problems that could arise
from the said proposed project.

3.0 ENVIRONMENTAL COMPLIANCE PLAN

After review of the information submitted, the Department of the Environment (DOE) and the
developer agree to the following:
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The implementation of this project will be carried out only for those activities described in this
Environmental Compliance Plan. No further development shall take place outside of what has
been proposed without the prior written permission of the Department of the Environment. The
developer will apply to the Department of the Environment for Environmental Clearance for all
new activities outside of what is agreed upon in this Environmental Compliance Plan.

Recognizing that the project could have potentially negative environmental impacts, the
developer hereby agrees to take the necessary measures described in the following actions, to
mitigate these impacts.

3.01 Clearing of Land

In an effort to mitigate the negative impacts associated with clearance of the land, the developer
agrees to take the following measures:

3.01.1 It is understood that the land has been previously cleared. The removal of standing trees
shall be done only to allow for the laying of all necessary infrastructures. Necessary
landscaping should take into consideration existing trees.

3.01.2 The developer will utilize native plants in landscaping and replanting, particularly in
arcas devoid of trees. Where possible, plants that have been removed, in order to
construct buildings or paths, will be transplanted to suitable locations elsewhere on the

property.

3.01.3 Coastal trees and plants will be planted on the coast to minimize erosion.

3.02 Building Construction

The developer will pay careful attention to the quality of the overall design of the buildings and
landscaping of property. The developer agrees to abide by the following practices:

3.02.1 Construction of buildings will be carried out with the approval/consultation from the
relevant agencies namely the Central Building Authority.

3.02.2 All buildings will have an elevation of a minimum of three (3) feet above ground level
and built to withstand low hurricane storm surges and a minimum of Category 4
hurricane force winds.

3.02.3 Construction activities with respect to building construction will be limited to normal
working hours (7:00 am to 5:00 pm) in an effort to avoid/reduce a nuisance to
neighbouring residents.

3.02.4 Buildings will be designed to allow as much natural lighting as possible.
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3.02.5 No permanent structures will be allowed within the public reserve or over the sea unless
otherwise approved by the Department of the Environment and/or Lands and Survey
Department as may be the case with respect to piers/docking facilities.

3.02.6 The developer shall re-design its existing concrete seawall to ensure that the width of the
canal maintains its existing width. This will require that the seawall be gently tapered
towards the southern end. However, prior to undertaking further development activities
related to the seawall, the developer shall obtain the relevant permit from the Lands and

Survey Department.
3.03 Walkways and Drainage

3.03.1 Walkways will be developed in such a way as to minimize potential erosion. In addition,
all necessary measures will be taken to ensure that drainage along walkways are of
adequate dimensions to avoid water logging and excessive erosion.

3.03.2 Houschold drainage pipes will not be allowed to empty directly into any public drain
system nor any other water resource and surrounding environment.

3.04 Water Resources

3.04.1 The developer will ensure that potable water is made available to the entire development
project by means of the existing Placencia Village Water System.

3.04.2 A copy of the agreement between the Placencia Water Board and the developer for the
provision of potable water will be submitted to the Department of the Environment,
before any condominium is sold/rented.

3.04.3 Wherever possible, attempts will be made for the catchment of rainwater.

3.04.4 Consideration shall be given to the demand for water for fire protection purposes.

3.04.5 If an alternate water source becomes necessary, a proposal for it will be submitted to the
Department of the Environment at the time it is applicable.

3.05 Waste Disposal

In an effort to control, reduce and prevent the environmental impacts associated with waste
generation and disposal, the developer agrees to take the following measures,

Liquid Waste
3.05.1 All liquid waste disposals will be by means of the Nayadic Ml 200A Wastewater

Treatment Plant. Two of these systems shall be installed to treat all wastewater
generated,
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Final effluent of the plant will be disinfected by means of chlorine tablets, if not already
included in the system, and then disposed of through a diffuser into and adequately
designed leach field located on the perimeter of the property.

Pacific Blue Development Ltd. will develop a Water Quality Monitoring Program before
commencement of operations to ensure that the treated effluent from the sewage
treatment plant meets DOE standards. The developer shall take two samples at different
locations along the property boundary and have it tested by an independent laboratory
for the following parameters: fecal coliform, E. coli, phosphates, nitrates, Biological
Oxygen Demand, Ammonia, temperature, pH, and Dissolve Oxygen. Sampling Results
will be submitted to the Department of the Environment within two (2) months of the
signing of this ECP.

Analysis of the treated effluent shall be conducted on a quarterly basis and results
submitted to the Department of the Environment within two (2) weeks of sample
collection.

The developer will use exclusively low flush toilets and other water saving devices for
showers and lavatories.

Regular maintenance of all sewage and wastewater facilities will be performed by the
developer to ensure proper functioning of the facility for environmental and other
reasons. Special care must be taken in order to avoid contamination of the surface and

und water, and the surrounding environment. In order for this to take place, the
ollowing measures will be taken:

(1) Condominium owners will not dispose grease and oils into any drain, as
this could be a potential source omil and water contamination. Grease
traps are to be installed on each kitchen sink. The developer will ensure
that condominium owners conduct regular maintenance of these facilities
to ensure proper functioning.

(ii)  Chemical wastes (such as paints, thinners, acids, etc.) will be disposed at a
designated site.

Pool water shall be filtered and re-circulated into the pool for further use. In an effort to
conserve fresh water resources, it is recommended that wastewater from the pool(s) be
stored in retention tanks and used for irrigation and/or fire protection purposes.

No wastewater (including pool water) will be allowed to be discharged directly into any
water body, including the Caribbean Sea.

Solid Waste

To address the problems associated with solid waste, Pacific Blue Development Limited will
develop and implement a comprehensive Solid Waste Manafement Plan for the entire project

site. This plan will include, but should not be limited, to the fo

lowing:

The developer will ensure that services are provided for the collection, transportation
and disposal of solid waste as necessary, at the designated landfill site.
