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The following are the terms and conditions of the Compliance Plan entered into between
Rendezvous Island Limited, hereinafter referred to as the developer, and the Department of the
Environment (DOE) in respect of a tourism development located on Rendezvous Caye, Stann
Creek District.

It is agreed by the developer that the terms and conditions of this compliance plan shall be
binding upon Remdezvous Island Limited, its servants or agents, successors, or assigns. The
terms and conditions embodied in this compliance plan are made pursuant to Regulation 10 of
the Environmental Impact Assessment Regulation “(S.1. No. 107 of 1995), its Amendments and
all other provisions under the Environmental Protection Act, Chapter 328 of the Laws of Belize,
Revised Edition 2000-2003. Environmental Clearance is being granted under these conditions.

PURPOSE

The purpose of this document is to officially institute best practice measures that would prevent,
control and mitigate the environmental degradation that may arise from the project. The specific
actions proposed have been made only after careful analysis by the Department of the
Environment of the information contained in the proposal submitted and identification of
potential negative environmental impacts associated with this type of Development Project. It
must be borne in mind that this Environmental Compliance Plan was prepared based on the best
available information in the project proposal prepared for this project. The Department of the
Environment (DOE) reserves the right to make modifications to this compliance plan, with prior
notification to the developer, as the project develops and more information becomes available.

The developer agrees to strictly adhere to this document during all stages of the development of
the project. The Department of the Environment and other relevant agencies will conduct
compliance monitoring. Disregard of the terms and conditions of the compliance plan specified
herein may result in the developer’s permits being revoked.

This compliance plan does not absolve the developer from compliance with other relevant
regulations and laws of Belize.



1.0 SPECIFIC ACTIVITIES FOR WHICH CLEARANCE IS BEING

GRANTED

Clearance is being granted for a tourism development located on Rendezvous Caye that
includes the following:

Phase |

Construction of fifteen (15) units each measuring 2,000 ft.2 each;

Rehabilitation and modification of the two (2) existing docking facilities;
Construction of restaurant, bar, spa measuring approximately 60’ by 75 feet;

Beach nourishment of approximately 3,000 feet ranging from 5 feet to 10 feet wide.
Construction of a buried seawall measuring approximately 3,000 feet.

Phase 11 ;
¢ Construction of fifteen (15) units each measuring 2,000 ft.? each;

No over the water structures, other than the pier will be permitted. All buildings will have a
minimum setback of twenty (20) feet from the shoreline,

No further development whatsoever shall take place outside of what has been agreed to and
described in this compliance plan, without the prior written permission of the Department of the
Environment.

2.0 ENVIRONMENTAL RISK ANALYSIS

The Department of the Environment has prepared this environmental risk analysis based
on the information submitted and other relevant information gathered by the DOE. This
Environmental Compliance Plan (ECP) was then developed to mitigate the potential
negative environmental impacts associated with this type of development.

A. Contamination of soil and water resources during and after project development
from the following: siltation, liquid and solid waste generation, and construction

of the necessary infrastructure.

B. Potential for erosion as a result of development activities
C: Alterations of the marine ecosystem of the area.

This list is by no means an exhaustive list of potential environmental problems that could arise
from the said proposed project.



3.0 ENVIRONMENTAL COMPLIANCE PLAN

After review of the information submitted and additional information, the Department of the
Environment (DOE) and Rendezvous Island Limited agrees to the following:

The implementation of this project will be carried out only for those activities described in this
Environmental Compliance Plan. No further development shall take place outside of what has
been proposed without the prior written permission of the Department of the Environment. The
developer will apply to the Department of the Environment for Environmental Clearance for all
new activities outside of what is agreed upon in this Environmental Compliance Plan.

Recognizing that the project could have potentially negative environmental impacts, the
developer hereby agrees to take the necessary measures described in the following actions, to
mitigate these impacts,

3.01 Clearing of Land

3.01.1 Considering the existing landscape of the island, trees will be uprooted in areas necessary
for the laying of infrastructure and re-planted else where on the island.

3.01.2 Prior to the clearance and/or pruning of any mangrove vegetation, the developer shall
ensure that a mangrove permit is obtained from the Forest Department.

3.01.3 Buming of cleared vegetation will be limited to dry leaves and brambles. Burning will be
undertaken in locations were it will not impact standing vegetation. The developer shall
ensure that any burning is conducted under proper supervision until the fire is burnt-out
or extinguished.

3.02 Building Construction

The developer will pay careful attention to the quality of the overall design of the buildings
structures and landscaping of property. The developer agrees to abide by the following
practices:

3.02.1 The developer will ensure that construction of buildings will be carried out with the
approval/consultation from the Central Building Authority.

3.02.2 To ensure structural support, the developer will utilize the most appropriated engineering
method to ensure structural integrity of the buildings.

3.02.3 No permanent structures will be constructed within twenty (20) feet from the shoreline or
as otherwise approved by the Lands and Survey Department.

3.02.4 Rendezvous Island Limited, in an effort to maintain the integrity of the island, shall
construct approximately 3,000 feet of seawall. To improve the aesthetics qf the
shoreline, the seawall shall be buried. However, prior to commencing construction of
the seawall, the developer must obtain the relevant permit from the Lands and Survey

Department.

The developer will ensure that the design and construction of all structures can withstand
a category four hurricane force winds and low storm surges. All buildings will have an
elevation of at least three (3) feet above ground level,

The developer shall rehabilitate the existing boat docking facilities. These should not
exceed 120 feet into the Caribbean Sea. The developer must obtain the relevant permit
from the Lands and Survey Department prior to commencing construction.

Earth Movement Activities

Prior to the commencement of any earth movement activities, Rendezvous Island Limited
must obtain the relevant permit/license from the Geology and Petroleum Department.

Dredging will be restricted to the west of the island. The dewatering of dredged material
will be localized on the island and within an area énclosed with geo-textile, in an effort to
reduce siltation of the sea. Beach nourishment shall not exceed more than 3,000 feet.

The developer shall consult will the Lands and Survey Department over the fulfillment of
any requirements prior the undertaking any beach nourishment activities.

If at any time during earth movement activities, any archaeological feature or item of
historical significance is unearthed, the matter will be reported to the Institute of
Archaeology and the Department of the Environment and the work will cease in the
immediate area and will resume only after approval has been granted by the Institute of

Archaeology.

3.04 Footpaths and Drainage

Footpaths and drainage structures will be constructed in such a way so as to minimize
potential erosion. In addition, all necessary measures will be taken to ensure that
footpaths and drainage structures are of adequate dimensions to avoid water logging and
excessive erosion.

Drainage pipes will not be allowed to empty directly into the mangrove wetland area, the
Caribbean Sea and/or surrounding environs. These pipes shall lead to adequately
designed and constructed elevated leach fields/gray water gardens.

3.05 Water Resources

3.05.1

The developer will be responsible to supply potable water for the entire development
through the expansion of the Reverse Osmosis (R.O.) Plant. Analysis of the water
intended as source of supply (sea water) will be conducted by an independent laboratory
and the results of these analyses will be submitted to the DOE. The tests to be conducted
should include, but not limited to, the following parameters: fecal coliform, nitrates,
nitrites, phosphates, salinity, pH, hardness, and fluorine. Thereafter, the developer shall
conduct bi-annual analysis of this source and results submitted to the Department.
Likewise, the developer shall ensure that water quality testing is carried out for potable



water produced by the R.O. Plant on a bi-annual basis and results submitted to the
Department.

3.05.2 To ensure a continuous supply of fresh water, each building will have its own cistern

equipped with individual pumps to ensure a sustained water pressure,

3.05.3 Auempts will be made for the catchment of rainwater and for the re-use and recycling of

freshwater,

3.05.4 In an effort to conserve fresh water, the developer will use exclusively low volume flush

toilets and other water saving devices for showers and lavatories for the entire
development.

3.05.5 Consideration must be given to the demand for water for fire protection purposes.

3.05.6 If an alternate water source becomes necessary, a proposal for it will be submitted to the

Department of the Environment at the time it is applicable.

3.06 Waste Disposal

In an effort to control, reduce and prevent the environmental impacts associated with waste
generation and disposal, the developer agrees to take the following measures:

Liguid Waste

The developer shall ensure that all liquid waste (grey and sewage waste) will be treated
by means of an acrated Package Sewage Treatment Plant such as the Modular Biological
Digester, Earthtek's patented EnviroFilter™ and BioFilter wastewater treatment systems,
Ashbrook Aerated Treatment Plant or any similar system. In the event that the developer
desires to use a similar system, approval must be obtained from the DOE.

Effluent from the treatment plant will be farther treated by elevated lined leach field(s).
Treated effluent must meet or exceeds the standards prescribed in the Effluent Limitation
Regulations, 1995. The wastewater treatment plant must be adequately sized to treat all
sewage waste generated by this development and sited in an area where it will not pose a
nuisance to guests or visitors to the island.

In the event that the developer intends to use another system, specifications on the system
of choice should be submitted to the DOE for vetting and approval prior to its

mstallation.

No domestic grey water from any drainage pipe will be allowed to drain into the
surrounding environment. These pipes will lead to appropriately designed elevated leach
fields or lined grey water gardens.

Brine shall be discharged by means of a diffusion system sited west of the caye and as
distant from the R.O. supply source,
